ARTIST AT WORK AMONGST THE ARTISNAL TRADERS
Locally renowned graffiti artist Nathan Bowen will be working in Southwark’s Borough Market on Thursday 31st March and Friday 1st April, creating a dynamic and exciting artwork on the theme of recycling for the gates of the Jubilee Market recycling compound.   
Glenis Reagon, MD of Borough Market says:

‘This is a new departure for the market and we are delighted to have Nathan working with us, providing the opportunity for our shoppers and traders to interact with him as he works on the installation during our normal trading hours.  His expressive street style will draw attention to our recycling area, where we have been making significant inroads in reducing and making effective use of Borough Market waste.  The opportunity to watch an artist at work is rare, and this is one of the creative ways we wish to encourage the local community to enjoy the space Borough Market provides.
Since the introduction of a new waste management policy in 2010, 85-90% of the waste at Borough Market is now recycled.
Nathan will be at work between 1100hrs and 1600hrs on Thursday 31 March and Friday 01 April, in the Jubilee Market.  He will return to Borough Market in May to execute a longer project, camouflaging areas of the old railway bridges running through the Market.
