A number of our traders who will be offering seasonal fare, with a taste of Christmas from around the world all under the Borough Market roof including Christmas gingerbread and traditional goodies to hang on Christmas trees from the Cinnamon Tree Bakery;  Elvas plums (actually a type of greengage), which are cooked then soaked in sugar syrup for six weeks before being washed and sun-dried from Rainha Santa Portuguese Food; Nutmeg Jam from De La Grenade; Mulled Wine Spice [to make mull your own wine] from Spice Mountain; Medjool Dates from Elsey & Bent; Festive mulled cider from New Forest Cider.
